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ANOVERVIEW OF THEINSTITUTE

L. D. Arts College has a glorious history of 78 years. It was established in June,
1937 through the efforts of luminaries such as Dr. V.D. Chandavarekar and the then
President of Mumbai state Shri B.G. Kher. The establishment of this institute was a part
of the freedom struggle. Prominent businessmen such as Shri Chimanbhai Lalbhai, Shri
Kastrubhai Lalbhai, Shri Amrutlat Hargovandas, Shri Harilal Kapadia, advocate Shri
Chandrakant Gandhi, Shri Anandshankar Dhruv and Hon, Dadasaheb Mavlankar had
taken the initiative of collecting a princely sum of two lakh rupees to meet the financial
requirements of the institute. Since then the college through the sincere efforts of the
management, principals who have promoted value-based education along with character-
building and accomplished teachers who have achieved eminence in their respective fields.
L.D. Arts College has earned the reputation of being a top-ranking arts institute in the

country. In the NAAC re-accreditation that was carried out in February, 2015, L.D. Arts
College has been awarded an A grade.

The students of this college have an excellent academic record which is reflected in
the results of the exams conducted by Gujarat University. Many of them achieve First-
class and distinction ranks and are awarded medals and scholarships. The results of the
academic year 2014 have been excellent. In terms of percentage, the results of the last
semester in B.A. and M.A. courses were 82.59 % and 79.32 % respectively. The college
has been able to sustain the values of acadaemic excellence and allround personality
development through discipline and insistence on regular attendance in the classrooms. The
morning prayer with which the teaching day beings is an example of the incalculation of
the right values amongst the students.

Merit based admission is one of the best practices of the institute, which is why it
has earned the reputation of being one of the premiere institutes in the state to impart
education both in the English as well as the Gujarat Medium. Twelve major subjects are
taught in this institute Students from all over Gujarat seek admission in this college because
of its reputation of the promotion of academic excellence. Hostel facilities are provided for

students who are not resisdents of Ahmedabad. There are separate hostel facilities for
boys and girls.

The college has a very strict attendance policy. Every student needs to have 75 %
attendance. The university forms of students who have less than 50 % attendance are
withdrawn. The atteandance is taken by the lecturers themselves inorder to make the
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policy more transparent. An internal exam is held at the end of every semester and it is
compulsory for students to appear in internal exams.

The institute has made a sincere effort to meet the requirements of the new
generation by incorporating subjects as Stastical Methods and Computer Methods in to its
curticulum. There are three computer labs in the institute, which comprise of almost 60
computers. There is an audio-visual room and an English language lab for effective
implementation of ICT in imparting education. Furthermore, the college runs a P. G centre
which offers post-graduate courses in English, Psychology and Economics. There is a huge
rush for admissions for these courses.

The students of this college have made outstanding achievements in cultural activities
through participation in the youth festival organized by Gujarat University, Inter College
competitions and earned ranks and medals.

The college has a huge sports ground for promotion of physical education. Students
are encouraged to participate in sports events at the Gujarat University toral and interzonal
levels.

The college has highly-active units of NSS, NCC and CWDC. The NSS unit carries
out various social welfare activities throughout the year and holds a camp annually in one
of the chosen villages within Gujarat.

Students who acieve ranks in the university exams of Sem I, Sem IV and M.A. Sem
IV are awarded medals and scholarships on the college annual day smoking and use of
tobacco are strictly forbidden in the college. The college makes every effort to inculcate
the right values in the student community. The Students’ Council is formed solely on the
basis of merit. The college has a well - equipped library consisting of 85,000 books. If
has recently initiated a.tie-up with inflibnet making it possible for students to have access
to 1,25,000 e-books and 4500 magazines and journals.

| COLLEGIATE WOMEN’S DEVELOPMENT COMMITTEE

The CWDC OF L.D.Arts College was constituted in December 2005. Under the
directives of the Supreme Court, the NHRC, the MHRD and the UGC, the Gujarat
University constituted the Women’s Development Cell on October 16, 2005. Thereafter,

a directive was sent to the colleges affiliated to Gujarat University to constitute parallel
bodies.

Following a one-day orientation programme by Guj. Uni. Women’s Development
Cell, L.D. Arts College was one of the first to constitute its Collegiate Women'’s
Development Committee (CWDC). The CWDC was formally inaugurated by the Chairperson
Dr. M. D. Chavda and was registered with the parent body, the WDC, on December
30,

2005.

The CWDC is a special committee that is totally dedicated to women. It strives
to create a healthy atmosphere for the girl students and better working conditions for female
employees of the college. It gives counselling to the female students and also works for
sensitizing the men towards women’s issues. Legal experts have been invited from time
to time to make the students aware of various provisions of law. The girl students were
also given training on use of 1091 which is a women’s emergency helpline by Gujarat
Police. The CWDC regularly organizes workshops, lectures and programmes. The
CWDC is a step in the direction of gender justice.

To strengthen the vigilance, the College has installed CCTV cameras along with
round-the-clock security. The CWDC also arranges lectures, workshops and educates
women on the campus about their rights and the use of emergency helplines. It also
encourages the girl students to take active participation in workshops and programmes
organised by Gujarat University and its affiliated colleges. The CWDC organised a one
day lecture on Women Empowerment in September 2014. In January 2015, the Internal
Complaint Committee was constituted as per the Gujarat University circular.

The Role of Racism And its Psychological Impact On The Formation
of Dalit ‘Consciousness’ in the Gujarati Literature of the Marginalised

ABSTRACT

In ordinary parlance the term ‘Racism’ connetes the unfair treatment of people who
belong to a dilferent race. In Indian context, however, this term acugires al-together a new
connotation. Itisusually equated with the most malicious, un just and exploitative caste structrue
of Indian society. ‘Racism’ in India, however indicates more of an ethnic indentity rather
than anything else. Philosophically it shares very few parallels with the venomous caste structure
of the country. It is this structure enjoying unabashed religio-cultural sanctity and scriptural
endorsement which has caused psychologically indelible ‘scars’ on the ‘consciousness’ of
the Gujarati Dalit writers. The present study proposes to explore the role of Racism/Casteism
and is psychological impact on the ‘Dalit consciousness’, particularly in the literature of the
marginalized. It requires to be mentioned heré that there is a fundatal difference between the
Racial experiance and the Dalit Experience. The color discrimination of the west cannot
be equated with the Indian cultural concept of ‘untouchability’. The former is largely
understood in the context of socio-economic parameters, whereas the latter is rooted in
religio-cultural context. The Indian untouchability is a scripturally sustained mindset.
However, there is absence of untouchability ultimately proved psychologically deadlier than
the servitude as it disdainfully dealt with and abhorred the humanness of the untouchables.
This paper aims at the exploration of the psychological scars the cancerous caste structure
has rendered upon the sensibilities of the writers of Gujarati Dalit literature.

ADVENT OF FEMINISM AND ITS IMPACT ON MARIAL
ADJUSTMENT

ABSTRACT

The present study aims at the exploration of a phenomenon which has arisen in the last
100 years of so in the field of literature. The emergence of the movement of women’s rights,
especially in the last century, has caused a paradigmatic shift in the equations of Indian family
structure, thereby rendering a great impact on the marital relationship. In other words,
emancipation of women has definitely put some sort of stress on the marital life, and the
reason is the unwillingness of patriarchal mindset to recognize and accept the place, role and
voice of a women who is new liberated, careerist and fiercely independent alpha woman.

Advanced techniques of Land Use-Land Cover Change Detection

Land resources in the country are limited and are declining due to increasing populatin,
land degradation, urban sprawl and other land conversions. Today, the availability of
information on land use and land cover in the form of thematic maps, records and statistical
figures are inadequate and are not up to date on the changing land use patterns and processes,
particularly in deveoping countries. Change detection refers to identifying differences in the
state of land resources by observing it at different times. Practically, it includes of ability to
quantity changes using multi temporal data sets. One of the major applications of remotely
sensed datea obtained from air photos and from earth orbiting satellites is change detection
because of repetitive coverage at short intervals and consistent image quality. Change detection
is useful in such diverse applications as land use change analyses, monitoring of shifting
cultivation, assessment of deforestation, study of changes in vegetation phenology, seasonal
changes in pasture production, damage assessment, crop stress detection, disaster monitoring,
snow melt measurements and other environment changes.

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THE MYSTERIOUS MOON

The Moon is the most fascinating object in the night sky, scientifically, aesthetically and
emotionally. Not only itis our closest celestial neighbour, its serenity and beauty remains unsurpassed
in the night sky. The era of space exploration began in 1960’s with fly by. orbiting, landing and finally
human mission’s to the moon.

Moon is a rocky, airless body-its face full of pits, with no trace of life. Is the Moon just arocky
ball or is there something special about it ? Before we discuss this question, it is important to note
that the Moon should not be treated as a lone body in space. Generally, Moon and the Earth are
considered to gether as Earth Moon system, because their formation and evolution is intimately
related and they mutually affect each other, There are two spectacular celestial effects associated
with the Moon; its phases which change from night to night and occasional eclipse of the sem and
the Moon. Apart from these celestial phenomena, there is one terrestrial effect associated with the
Moon, namely tides, which atfect us immensely.

Apollo missions brought a large variety of mocks from highlands, and well as mares. Emphasis
was on bewinging back the oldest and the most primitive rock available at the landing site because
it would have the earliest reards of Moon. Composition and eged of varius twck types enable us to
reconstruct a calander of events which occured early on the Moon. The oldest rock in the Apollo
suite is a dumite, brought by Apollo It mission, which has an age of 4530 million yeara One may,
therefore inter that the giant impact that formed the Moon must have occurred around 4530 million
years ago. This age is indistinguishable from that of the Earth and only slightly less than the age of
the most primitive meteorites.

The large baisng were created much after the Moon was formed. Three main wents in the
history of the Moon can be inferred taom the geochewnological data : (i) Formation of the Moon-
4530 million years ago (ii) Planetesimal collisions and basin formetion during 4260 to 3850 million
years. and (iii) Mare magmatism and mare basalt solidification 3790 to 3200 million years ago.

Moons surface is covered with mettes of durt with rocks scattered everyi’s here. when the
Italian astronomeg Galileo first looked at it with his telescope 400 years ago, he formd some highlands,
and some plain dark, nearly u’r cular, low lying basins, which he misterkenly thought were seas. He
therefore named them “mares.” Some of them are hundreds of kilometers in size. In fect, most of
the Moon’s near side is full of these marely The Moon is largely made up of two tyres of rocks
Bright areas are made up of aluminium calciurn silicates, which form 80% of Moon’s surtace The
round barings are big craters punched on the lunar surface by falling asteiroids or comets. It is
composed of basalts, made of iron silicates, mostly rich in Mg and Ti.

There basalt’s form about 17% of Moon’s surface.
